President declares
major disaster

from July storm

The U.S. Department of
Homeland Security’s Federal
Emergency Management Agency
(FEMA) Tuesday announced that
federal disaster assistance has
been made available to Wash-
ington to supplement state, tribal,
and local recovery efforts in the
area affected by a severe storm,
straight-line winds and flooding on
July 20, 2012.

Federal funding is available
to state and eligible local gov-
ernments and certain private
nonprofit organizations on a cost-
sharing basis for emergency work
and the repair or replacement of
facilities damaged by the severe
storm, winds, and flooding in
Ferry and Okanogan counties and
the Colville Indian Reservation.

Federal funding is also avail-
able on a cost-sharing basis for
hazard mitigation measures for
all counties and tribes within the
state.

Kenneth K. Suiso has been
named as the Federal Coordinat-
ing Officer for federal recovery
operations in the affected area.
Suiso said additional designations
may be made at a later date if
requested by the state and war-
ranted by the results of further
damage assessments.

Chief gets

comp time

The city of Grand Coulee
and Police Chief Mel Hunt have
agreed on how many hours of
compensatory time Hunt has on
the books.

The city council Sept.18, voted
to accept 1180 hours of comp
time owed the chief over the past
five years.

While the council voted to
accept the negotiated amount of
hours, there was no discussion of
how it would be paid.

In a letter agreement signed by
both Hunt and Mayor Chris Chris-
topherson, the mayor stated: “I
have reviewed the last five years
of timesheets and have found
that your request of 787 hours of
compensatory time to be reason-
able. In accordance with city/state
personnel procedures compensa-
tory time is 1.5 times the hours
earned.”

Time savers
installed

Public Works director Dennis
Francis told Grand Coulee city
council members last week that
71 percent of the city’s new radio-
controlled water meters have
been installed and that when the
project is completed it will save
the city several days of time each
month in reading the meters. The
city will be able to read its meters
by radio signal.

Street renamed
for trooper

Grand Coulee’s council re-
vised the naming of Fourth Street
south of SR-174 to James Saun-
ders Street, using the full name of
a Washington State Patrol trooper
who had been stationed in Grand
Coulee and served on the city
council. The trooper was killed
near Pasco by a man during a
traffic stop.

Smoke been
getting to you?

Air quality
guidance offered

by Roger S. Lucas

Grant County Health District
issued a guide on air quality as a
result of smoke from fires in the
region.

The guide issued by the Health
District is based on one’s ability
to see through smoke particles to
a certain distance.

“During this time people with
any respiratory or cardiovascular
conditions like chronic obstructive
pulmonary disease, asthma, other
chronic lung diseases or heart
disease should minimize outdoor
activity to only necessary tasks,”
the report stated.

On a developed chart with vis-
ibility 10 miles or more, there are
no health risks.

For distances of visibility of 5-10
miles, unusually sensitive people
should reduce prolonged or heavy
exertion.

Distances 3-5 miles, considered
unhealthy for sensitive groups,
people with heart or lung problems
should reduce prolonged or heavy
exertion.

Distances of 1.5 to 3 miles,
considered unhealthy and people
with lung and heart problems
should avoid prolonged or heavy
exertion.

Distances of 1 to 1.5 miles is
considered “very unhealthy” and
people with heart and lung prob-
lems should avoid entirely outdoor
activity.

For one mile or less, the chart
states it is “hazardous” and ev-
eryone should avoid all physical
activity outdoors.

To determine the distance you
can see in smoky conditions, face
away from the sun and determine
how far you can see in miles. The
chart developed by the Health
District takes it from there.

From the Star, Monday after-
noon, looking up Lake Roosevelt
from Pole Park it was estimated
you could see for about five miles.

By Tuesday evening conditions
had improved, but were expected
to worsen again. The state Dept.
of Ecology issued an Air Quality
Alert that remains in effect until
5 p.m. Friday for most of Eastern
Washington.

Gov. Chris Gregoire has issued
a ban on all outdoor burning until
Monday.

New school
plans altered
to save money

The “value engineering” firm,
OAC of Spokane, has saved the
school district a ton of money.

The firm was hired in mid-Au-
gust to review all the plans for the
new K-12 school facility, and has
come up with revisions and sug-
gestions that could knock $750,000
out of the cost of the project.

The school board moved on a
number of suggestions made by
OAC at its meeting recently.

The value engineering group is
made up of architects, engineers
and other building experts who

met with the district’s architects,
engineers and education officials
at least twice, and came up with a
number of plan adjustments.

The review of plans in the value
engineering program is a require-
ment by the Office of the State
Superintendent of Public Instruc-
tion to assure that local districts
engaged in a building program get
the best “bang for the buck,” as one
official described it.

The school board awarded OAC
the contract at a price of $47,500.

Some of the highlights of the
report, and what was agreed to by

House burns

No one owns it

A house fire at 611 Holly Street
could be a problem for Coulee
Dam’s town council.

Fire razed the home last Tues-
day evening, Sept. 18, and the
question of its cleanup will likely
fall into the hands of town of-
ficials.

Seems there’s no owner of the
house.

Taxes on the house had been
paid by a descendent of the former
owner of the house so that his
daughter, now deceased, would
have a place to live.

The person who paid the taxes
for the past several years didn’t
claim ownership of the house then,
and doesn’t now, Police Chief Pat
Collins stated.

“The house now is a safety
hazard and the fire chief and I are
going to ask the council to have the
town take it down,” Colllins said.

The house used to belong to Red
Sayler, who had some ownership
ties with the old Green Hut Res-
taurant in the early days. He has
been deceased for several years.
His son paid the taxes in recent
years, Collins explained.

The house has been uninhabit-
able for several months with no
water, garbage or sewer service,
Collins noted. Okanogan County
Health Department had been no-
tified that there were no services
to the house and yet some people
were occupying it.

“The health department was
supposed to come down and red tag
the house so people wouldn’t try
staying in it,” Collins said. “That

was about three weeks ago.” He
said they didn’t show up to do it.

The property likely will sit until
the county steps in and takes it
over for taxes.

If the town cleans it up and
places a lien on the property, the
county could end up paying for the
cleanup, Collins stated.

Officials are investigating the
cause of the fire.

Father-daughter gift shop reflects their talents

Nestled in the middle of a small
sheep ranch off Peter Dan Road is
a surprising little gift shop called

from sheep she and her father Daniel raise on their

It is part of Leah Arroyo and her
father, Daniel — because it reflects
who they are.

The shop provides a showcase
for the father/daughter artis-
tic talent which
is displayed in
various ways
throughout.

In addition to
everything else,
it is an active
sheep ranch, al-
beit on a minor
scale. The ranch
has 20 breeding
ewes, two rams
and 19 lambs.
The lambs are
raised for mar-
ket, and early in
October a mobile
slaughter house
will arrive and
help provide the
ranch with a
meat income.

“We could sell
three times as
much meat as
we have,” Dan-
iel said. A sign

hangs in the shop
and reads: “Lamb

— it’s what’s for
dinner” When
the Arroyos have
meat available,

you can pluck it out of a freezer
in the corner of the store. Both
Leah and Daniel will tell you that
the meat they raise is unusually
tender and good because of what
the lambs are fed and how they
are handled.

Wool from the sheep is shipped
out and then returned in “bumps”
with Leah spinning it into yarn
skeins and dyeing the wool into a
variety of vivid colors. It takes her
a couple of hours at the wheel to
make a 300-yard skein. She even
once took the hair from her collie,
blended it and made it into a skein
of wool.

Leah laughs when she tells
that the family stew pot has been
turned into her dyeing vat and
that she does this on the kitchen
stove.

Leah’s personal interest is tied
into her jewelry making. Her cre-
ations occupy a major spot in the
store and are what she is most
proud about.

Daniel was working on a por-
cupine image on a scratch board
the day the shop was visited. I
expected the porcupine to step
out of the board at any minute, it
looked so realistic.

One of the shop’s major prod-
ucts is beads. The Arroyos have a
steady stream of orders off their
website at www.etsy.com/shop/
PromisedLandFibers. The web-
site, which one weekend got 60

hits, is another thing that keeps
the two busy.

Daniel has an expansive knife
display where you can pick a hunt-
ing knife from a variety of choices.
All come with a leather scabbard.

There are blankets, buckskin,
and all sorts of other items for sale
at the shop.

It all reflects the Arroyos’ inter-
est in the land and animals.

The late Danette Arroyo, Dan-
iel’s wife and Leah’s mother, had

her quilt shop at the same loca-
tion. A year ago October, the two
decided to re-open the shop, taking
a bit different direction more suit-
ed to their skills and interests.

Promised Land Harvest is open
six days a week, closed Sundays.
Hours are from 10 a.m. until they
feel like closing.

For private sector workers, stagnation and declines
in real wages are a stark reality. Statistics show
that if workers were paid in direct proportion to
productivity gains over the last 12 years, the average
wage would hover around $31.00 per hour instead of
$10.28. That would be something to celebrate.

Construction workers are frustrated to see so little
movement to rebuild our national infrastructure.
They are frightened that the Project Labor Agree-
ments they rely on to set fair work terms may soon
disappear.

Public sector workers are losing their right to col-
lective bargaining and being demonized for having
had the audacity to negotiate pension benefits.

Our newest entrants to the labor force aren’t hav-
ing a much better time. A twenty-something who
chooses not to go to college will earn $225,000 less
over his lifetime than his sister who did go -- but she’ll
leave college having racked up tens of thousands of
dollars, if not more, in debt. And they’re both probably
living with their parents.

Workers near retirement, meanwhile, are anx-
